COUNTRY REPORT OF CAMBODIA

I- INTRODUCTION

In 2009, under the leadership of Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun Sen, Prime Minister,  the Royal Government of Cambodia conducted the Political Program and Rectangle Strategy in the Second stage of the fourth legislature of the National Assembly with remarkable outputs of every field, albeit, the Kingdom of Cambodia has impacted from the Ketsana Storm, communicable diseases, and the world economic Crisis.

In connection, the National Authority for Combating Drugs has continued implementing its five-year National Plan (2005-2010) on Control of drugs that is meant to commit the Political Plan and Rectangle Strategy of the Royal Government, ensuring the protection of drug issues and saving security, social order and development.

II- GENERAL SITUATION OF DRUGS

a. International Situation of Drugs

Challenged by economic crisis, terrorism, transnational crime, communicable diseases, climate change and other natural disasters, the world is also continuously threatened by the drug crime. Cocaine in South America is still being produced and sold to American markets and is spreading to various countries. In the past few years, planting of Cannabis have slowed down in the Golden triangle, but production is still increasing to cater to regional and world markets. With heroin in the Golden Red Crescent area, the Golden Triangle region increased the production of Amphetamine-Type Stimulants, Crystals and tablets, which spread in almost all of the countries in the Asia-Pacific Region. The increase of methamphetamine production in the region leads to exploitation of the chemical substances in the region. In 2009, with the above situation, it was observed that there was an exploitation of substances of Pseudo-ephedrine in the region. Also, Drug Abuse is becoming a complex issue. It showed no sign of decline but has even become more dangerous due with the use of injections, which is a problem now in every country in the region. The resolution for helping addicts has been shared to resolve the problem and Cambodia is seeking strategies from developed countries to learn prevention measures. As a result, some countries came up with respective measures, which are still not up to the standard for them to share universal experience as real success.  

b. Situation of Drugs in Cambodia.

The Kingdom of Cambodia is amongst the countries used in the region as transit point of heroin and methamphetamine for regional markets. Result of suppression operations indicated that Cambodia serves as transit point for cocaine from South America to Asia-Pacific by transnational organized crimes of  South America and West Africa and trafficking crossed the countries of the region to the other third-world countries.  The perpetrators use different nationalities in transporting the drugs, such as Sierra Leoneans, Nigerians, Filipinos, Thais, Taiwanese and Chinese. Among the methods used is hiding drugs around the waist so that the person looks like he got a fat abdomen; passing the drugs off as electronic materials or vehicle spare parts; through post services or fast sending services of importing and exporting companies.

With the challenges, Cambodia has been facing head on attempts of making the country an illicit drug producing place for transport to various markets in the region. We found a place for illegal drugs production in Kompong Speu Province in 2007, which resulted to the confiscation of tons of substances, seizure of automated  machines for producing methamphetamine tablets in Phnom Penh; another place was used for extracting oil of the ephedrine substances; still another served as place for extracting oil of pseudo ephedrine substances from anti-cold and cough medicines. Authorities also found a big drug-producing place in Phnom Penh and Sihanouk Ville in 2009, which showed that illegal drug production is starting in Cambodia.

Also, during the last few years, drug abuse and transmission of HIV/AIDS has become worrisome factors. Both crystal methamphetamine and heroin have been used more often than others. However, current data on numbers of people under influence of drugs does not indicate a remarkable increase.
III-THE RESULT OF OPERATION

Following the above situation, the leaders of the National Authority for Combating Drugs (NACD) have fulfilled special works such as successfully organizing the 10th meeting of NACD to  review the new draft law on drug control; leading high delegations to attend the 100th conference of the Commission on International Marijuana Control; and instructing the high delegation of NACD to attend the 52nd Ministerial Meeting of Drug Commission of the  United Nations.  NACD also hosted three meetings, including the senior officers meeting of international law enforcement institutions in Southeast Asia and the meeting for countries (Mini-Dublin Group) for combating drugs in Cambodia. Additionally, there was the signing ceremony on a bilateral memorandum of understanding (MoU) between NACD and the drug control committee of the People’s Republic of China, Republic of Korea and Australian Federal police on Drug control cooperation. In this connection, NACD carried out the following: 

· Led three meetings of NACD for oversight of the draft law on drug control,
· Prepared royal decree on Organization and Functioning of NACD,
· Led the meeting of municipal and Provincial Committee to disseminate the Royal Decree on organizing and processing of NACD and monitor the result of drug control at the first semester and goal for second semester 2009,
· Led and managed the international day ceremony fighting against drug on 26 June 2009 presided over by Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun Sen, Prime Minister of the Royal Government and Lok Chom Teav Bun Rany Hun Sen, who had instructed the Municipal and Provincial Drug Control Committee to celebrate  the day at each province,
· Instructed the holding of poetry writing competition programs for drug education in Battambang, Phnom Penh and Sihanouk Ville and continued the program in other provinces,
· Sent a high delegation in an official visit to the Socialist Republic of Vietnam for exchange of experiences on drug control and processing and organizing of treatment and rehabilitation centers,
· Welcomed high delegation from the AIDS, Drug Control Committee of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam for joint discussion on drug control cooperation between the two countries and finding a place for the treatment of drug addicts in Keo Phoss, Sihanouk Ville. Cambodia also received medicines for treatment of Heroin addicts,
· Led the burning of precursor substances in KPT213 in Rehabilitation Center (My Opportunity) of Phnom Penh municipality under financial and technical support from Australia,
· Led a working group in examining a rehabilitation center in Banteay Meanchey Battambang and a private rehabilitation center in Prek Eng,
· Served the presidency of the ASEAN Senior officials Meeting on Drug (ASOD) and made a courtesy call on leaders of the ASEAN delegations, ASEAN Secretary-General, ASEAN Partner Countries and regional UNODC; also acted as president in the closing ceremony of the meeting,
· Courtesy call on H. E. Mrs. Adam Son, Ambassador of Australia, and proposed financial and technical support for destroying precursor substances in the PK469 and Sihanouk cases,
· Instructed the NACD secretary-general and the Municipal and Provincial Drug Control Committees to implement the war succession principle against drugs,
· Instructed the preparation of an educated concert on the impact of drugs for a water festival event in Phnom Penh,
· Instructed the regular monitoring of the use of syringe and needle program of non-governmental organizations,
· Principally permitted the Ministry of Health to implement Methadone Program for Heroin drug abuses,
· Instructed the preparation of a draft decree on a processing and organizing of committee for fulfilling its functions in each field, 
· Drafted a decree on the establishment of the  National Professional and Rehabilitation; 

· Prepared a national policy on treatment and rehabilitation,  

· Combined the history documents of NACD, 
· Made a courtesy call on Mrs. Dr. Nafis Sadik, special representative of the UN on AIDS for Asia Region,
· Announced the appointment ceremony of the deputy president of NACD and AIDS.

In addition, the NACD Secretary General was instructed to focus on strategy affairs as stated in the National Plan on Drug Control, which include drug demand reduction, drug supply reduction, treatment and rehabilitation, reduction of drug abuse dangers,  and international cooperation.

In accordance with recommendations made, the Secretary General of NACD coordinated and cooperated with and implemented the following:

1. Demand Elimination of Drug

In 2009, for drug demand elimination, NACD took strong effort to disseminate, educate for raising awareness on drug danger including the transmission of HIV/AIDS, with active cooperation from other relevant ministries of the government, national and non-organization organization, civil societies and private sector. Cooperation was constantly made with various partners of program to conduct awareness raising to the community people. 

Seminar was organized to around 56,598 participants from municipalities and provinces on danger of using drug, drug control law as well as law enforcement to those officers at base areas and key trainers. Additionally, education was also provided to the focal persons of cross-red officers, non-governmental organization officers, youth, students, population, garment workers, guest houses, and hotels.

On a monthly basis, interview was made with state and private radio-televisions and special interview was made during the water festival event for dissemination of law enforcement to allow citizen to understand the drug situation and strategy against drug and how to prevent from drug.  

Quoted the instruction made by Samdech Prime Minister Hun Sen and translated into key massages to addressing to student for academy course 2009-2010.

Quoted the Buddhist’s instruction on drug to enter into THAMTESNA program and other national ceremonies.

NACD prepared other education activities as the following:

· Million Champion Boxing ceremonies of NACD.

· Poetry Writing Competition Program on drug education in Battambang and Phnom Penh.

· Cooperated with volunteer music group for preparing concert near Hun Sen Park for 3 days to promote the public awareness on drug.

Besides, with good cooperation by National and international Day Committee of the water festival ceremony and supported by UNODC, WHO, USAID, JICA, KHANA, KAYRITH group, Cambodia Children light...etc. NACD produced brochures, leaflets, spots, posters, hat, sweaters to be distributed nationwide. 

Cooperation with international and non-governmental organization was also made to conduct need assessment on the capacity of municipal and provincial drug control committee officers in order to equip with to promote awareness of drug danger in Sihanouk Ville, Svay Rieng, Kompong Cham and control the practice of preventing program of drug of Cambodian Children light, Khmer Youth Association, Women information Center...etc to advise to implement in achieving the set goal. On regional cooperation, relevant officers were assigned to join training in Myanmar, Thailand, focusing on project management on how to manage drug data publication of ATS among youth in Cambodia, Thailand and Lao PDR.

In 2009, following Samdech Hun Sen’s recommendation; Media, Masters of Ceremony, newspaper men actively promoted key messages related to drug danger in TVs, Radios and Newspapers . the key messages drug danger were also written on national products such as on food package, Karaoke CD production, guest houses, hotels and other nigh clubs.

Even with these key achievements, yet, much remains to be done especially, continued effort for capacity development to ensure those high risk groups including vulnerable persons access to information on drug prevention and be able to avoid using drug.

So, the dissemination needs multilateral mechanism through regular systematical practice and good documentation in order to implement, monitor and evaluate the work in an effective manner.

2-Drug Supply Elimination

a. Criminal elimination results in 2009:

Below are key results of the Country's effort to eliminate those illegal activities:

· Elimination of 309 cases of drug abuse (198 cases in 2008 increase 56.06%)

· 615 offenders were arrested (394 offenders in 2008 increase 56.09%). Amongst the 615 offenders,  504 were Cambodian, 63 Vietnamese, 2 Thai, 22 Chinese, 5 Philippino , 8 Nigerian, 1 Canadian, 2 Australian, 1 American, 1  Singaporean, 1 Sera Leon,  and 2 Malaysian. Crucial evidence including seizures of: Methamphetamine/Yama: 137.249 tablets (116,987 tablets in 2008); Crystal Methamphetamine: 4591 grams 603 (: 193,305 grams+15 small boxes 
in 2008); Ecstasy: 3.352 pill+270gram 80 ; Heroin: 26,678 gram6  (528,739 grams in 2008); Cocaine:995gram43 (150 grams in 2008); Dried Cannabis: 3820 grams (498,398 grams in 2008); Ketamine: 1,137 grams88 +495 bottles +150 ml, mixed substances: 2,675kg (production case), Medicines(anti-cough and cold): 5,500grams +1,800tablets.

Besides, KPT2139 case, PK469 in Sihanouk Ville, arrested tablets of Ephedra: 13kg, Ephedra: 2,814 kg, Pseudo-Ephedrine: 885 kg 7, mixed substances: 1,372kg +283 bottles + 290 L (total: 5,085kg6 +290 L +282 bottles).

Even though, many offenses were suppressed, yet, some targeted areas as airports still need greater effort in order to take effective measure including building capacity of human resources and provision of technical materials to timely respond to the current situation of drug. Some places have not been suppressed yet and Commune, district polices are not responsible to take measure on a regular basis. 

b- Destruction of the Cannabis Cultivation and Safrole-Rich-Oils:

.Marijuana Cultivation:

Since destruction campaign in 2000 at Tlann 100 in Kompot Province and Tbaung Khmom, Kompong Cham Province about 60 hectares, led by Samdech Hun Sen, Prime Minister and Deputy Prime Minister Sar Kheng till date, there is no big cultivation places identified.

.Safrole-Rich-Oils:

With cannabis cultivating elimination, Cambodia has been opposing the extraction of Safrole-Rich-Oils illegally along the border of Koh Kong, Pursat, Battambang. 2007 and 2008 were the year of active extraction of Safrol-Rich-Oils increasingly.

In 2009, the provincial authorities of Pursat, Kompong Chhnang in cooperation with Ministries of Environment, Forestry and Fishery have suppressed 4 times of Safrole-Rich-Oils production and seized 14.152kg (in 2008 suppressed, seizure and burned 40 tones of Safrol-Rich-Oil). But Secret production has not suppressed yet. Regarding to the case, the perpetrators are not charge of penalty.

In 2009, provincial authorities found and destroyed cannabis plants which are secret cultivation in family totaling to 1,172 m² at Kompot, Keb, Sihanouk Vill, Pailin, Battambang, Banteay Meanchay and Preah Vihear provinces..

c. Burn out of drug with permitted letter from Court

· Under technical assistance from Australian Federal Police, more than 5 tones chemical substances in case of KPT 2139  were burned; 

· Inter-Commission of Stoeung Treng burned 8.09 kg of Heroin, 750 grams of Crystal Methamphetamine, 208,030 tablets of Methamphetamine  and 264,40 grams from 2006 to 2008; 

· -Phnom Penh Municipality burned mixed chemical substances totaling to 215,916 tablets and 65,921.89 grams.

d. Chemical Substances control

Secretary-General of NACD collaborated with members of ministries to monitor the import, export and distribution of substances of ministries and firms which have license from Ministry of Health, Ministry of Industry and Energy and Council Development for Cambodia totaling to 63,895,656 kg and 49,600 liter in 2009. Control of import, management and legal chemical uses has not yet been strict.

3-Treatment, Rehabilitation and integration

Currently, the 14 state and private provisional rehabilitation Centers have been providing the treatment services to 1,794 drug addicts, which declined around 24% (in 2008 there were 2,382 persons). 82% of drug addicts just entered to the first treatment and previous drug addicts are 18%.

After official visit of the Deputy Prime Minister H. E. Mr. Ke Kim Yan to the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the Government of Vietnam assisted to build the National treatment and rehabilitation center  for drug addicts and the government of Vietnam assigned H. E. Mr. Treung Vinh Trong, Deputy Prime Minister and president of Drug Control and AIDS Committee of Vietnam to the Kingdom of Cambodia for examination of geography and possibility to build the treatment and rehabilitation Center in Keo Phoss Region, Sihanouk Ville and Vietnam will sent experts to cooperate with Cambodian experts for studying Master Plan of the Center. At the same time, delegation of Vietnam provided 22 boxes of medicines and invited Vietnamese doctors of medicine to train Cambodian doctors of medicine from 06 to 20 December 2008.

At the same time, Deputy Prime Minister, President of NACD gave the experiences which he visited in the treatment and rehabilitation center of Vietnam to state and private treatment and rehabilitation centers in Municipalities and Provinces and instructed all centers to have excellent cooperation with ministry of health and ministry of social, veteran and rehabilitation.

For HIV and AIDS elimination, Deputy Prime Minister, president of NACD discussed with Mrs, Nafis and Sadik, UN special representative in Charge of AIDS in Asia region. She supported the preparation of new draft law on drug control and supported all articles regarding to reduction of drug danger and the treatment of drug addicts. She welcomed Cambodia's budget proposal from Universal foundation for the 9th cycle in order to implement treatment and patient saving program and she initiated to have cooperate with National Authority for Combating AIDS to propose the budget from universal foundation for the 10th Cycle to treat and care drug addicts in rural.

Through the bilateral project with UNODC (AD/CMB/04/H83) on the development of treatment and

rehabilitation services regarding the communities, secretary general of NACD held the seminar on “ the consultative method  for professionals in rural to be instrument of consultative group in Phnom Penh, Battambang, Banteay Meanchey, Siem Reap and Sihanouk Ville. These provinces, Ministry of Health trained specialist for first treatment and prepared treatment services and building plan for drug addicts treatment and educational method in communities to understand the drug danger and combine into the activities document of commune and provincial hospitals.

The NACD and National Authority for Combating HIV/AIDS, signed the Memorandum of Understanding on practice and increasingly prevention, treatment and rehabilitation for drug abuses in Cambodia with FHI and cooperated with WHO to strengthen the data of drug addicts treatment.

With regional countries, NACD assigned officials to attend the many meetings as workshop on coordination of AIDS program in Asia region; seminar on research of drug addicts treatment of ATS; Study tour on ATS addicts treatment; the 20th conference on dangerous elimination program and seminar on the creation of policy to increase communities safety...etc.

In Conclusion, we developed one step of treatment, rehabilitation and integration of drug addicts; but each center upholds its own activities without endorsed standard. The capacity of the centers could not support more than thousand of drug addicts who need treatment and rehabilitation services. Any way, we have not implemented widely on provision of mutual good experiences and there was no mechanism to monitor the development and transformation of drug addicts after integrated into the communities.   

4- Capacity Building of Law enforcement

Through multilateral and bilateral projects, NACD continued to hold training courses, seminars for law enforcement officers including polices, Army polices, Customs, laboratory officers...etc on the drug  control, chemical substances and drug labor experts in totally 1.000 persons.

NACD assigned officers to attend seminar on drug analysis in order to improve the law enforcement, SMART program and data of ATS between law enforcement, labors and drug control institutions in the region, Substances control for ASEAN drug law officers, management with observation and method of illegal substances check, the implementation of law on drug control of ASEAN countries, ASEAN plan against production, trafficking, and drug abuse; the 33rd meeting of law enforcement agency in Asia-Pacific and training course of drug law enforcement.

After trained, law enforcement officers actively put their effort to protect, suppress big or small trafficking and distribution of drug, especially promptly found and suppressed the illegal drug producing places, which foreign criminals attempted to take Cambodia as the drug producing place. However, we need to reform our actions such as promotion of awareness, will, and extending the cooperation among law enforcement officers, especially law enforcement officers of base area.

At the same time, NACD prepared and sent draft new law on drug control to Council Ministers for consideration.

5. International cooperation

In 2009 NACD extended the multilateral and bilateral cooperation with international and regional countries through informative link which could disseminate to overseas and many countries got the information from Cambodia.

In the connection, NACD attended the 100th Conference of International Marijuana Control Committee, the 52nd Ministerial Meeting of  Drug Committee of United Nations, Meeting of donated countries(Mini-Dublin Group), ASOD meeting and assigned officers to attend the meetings such as H15 project working group, annual meeting of MOU member countries, meeting of law on drug control enforcement(ADEC), the19th conference on drug, 33rd meeting of drug control law enforcement agent in Asia-Pacific Region, meeting of Task Force III and Task Force IV of ACCORD, the 9th Ministerial Meeting of Vietnam, Cambodia and Laos on drug control cooperation across-border.

Besides the annual meetings, NACD continuously cooperated with bilateral partners as follow:

· Bilateral cooperation between Cambodia - UNODC

Through the cooperation with UNODC, NACD held seminars and other meetings such as in the case of KJ147 (case of drug production in Kompong Speu Province), Secretary-General of NACD organized seminar  to deliver the form of offenses activities and explained the influence of each substances to municipal and provincial law enforcement officers; prepare analysis evaluation report on drug control mechanism in Cambodia in order submit to donated countries (Mini Dublin-Group) and opened  training course on data collection of drug through war win  principle against drug; meeting BLO in Southeast Asia for Cambodia, Vietnam, Laos, Myanmar; training course on drug control expert by computers system for 24 focal teachers who standby in 12 border liaison offices and trained on leadership for 12 officers. Through the discussion, in the occasion of the 19th international conference on drug, the project will continue to assist Cambodia establishing the 5 border liaison offices along the Cambodia-Laos and Cambodia-Vietnam borders and then prepare monitoring and evaluation meeting for finishing the project and continue new project that is called PATROL.

· Bilateral Cooperation between Cambodia-Vietnam

Through the Tripartite meeting between Cambodia, Vietnam and Laos on drug control cooperation across-border; both sides adopted the notice letter of Ministerial meeting between Cambodia and Vietnam on strengthening and extending the drug information exchanging cooperation, promoting regular meeting between Provinces and Provinces, communes and communes; meeting between officers of border liaison office  of Cambodia and Vietnam at the early of 2010; and mutual assistance in building villages , Commune, Districts and schools along the border without drug.

Beside, Vietnam agreed to train on investigation, strict the identity of drug and analysis its nature to 20 Cambodian law enforcement officers in Vietnam; provided 10 Cambodian Delegation to take official visit on treatment, rehabilitation of drug addicts for 19 days; sending technical group in cooperation with Cambodia in building the treatment and rehabilitation center and sent doctors of medicine to teach on using the medicines for drug addicts treatment.

·  Bilateral cooperation between Cambodia-Laos

Through the meeting between Cambodia, Vietnam and Laos on drug control cooperation across-border; both sides adopted the notice letter of Ministerial meeting between Cambodia and Laos on strengthening and extending drug information exchanging cooperation, promoting regular meeting between Provinces and Provinces, communes and communes; and proposing UNODC to establish border Liaison Offices along Cambodia-Laos border.

· Bilateral cooperation between Cambodia-Thailand

According to bilateral meeting on law enforcement cooperation which was held in Battambang, Thai continually assisted Cambodia as follow:

· A small drug labor in Battambang; 

· Equipment of border liaison office for Banteay Meanchey and Preah Vihear provinces; Trained law enforcement army polices in Pursat, Battambang, Pailin, Banteay Meanchey Siem Reap, and officers who work in a small labors in Battambang. Thailand promised to assist one labor for northeast and continue to train law enforcement officers, officers work in treatment and rehabilitation centers, drug labor officers and materials for law enforcement for suppressing drug offenses along the Thai-Cambodia border and a patrol boat for Preah Vihear Province.

· Bilateral cooperation between Cambodia-China

According to the MOU between Cambodia-China, China continued to open training courses for Cambodian law enforcement officers for 30 persons in 2009 at Hunan polices school, China.

· Bilateral Cooperation between Cambodia-Korea

Signed Cambodian-Korea Memorandum of Understanding on Drug Control cooperation.

· Bilateral Cooperation between Cambodia-Japanese

Under bilateral and sub regional (JICA project) projects in Cambodia, Secretary General of NACD cooperated to hold the seminar/training courses on drug control to exchange the drug law enforcement in Cambodia, method of data entry, using drug offenses data system and analyzing result, drug origin and prepare drug data system for law enforcement officers.

Presently, project working group of secretariat of NACD held meeting to discuss with JICA  to evaluate Cambodia-Japan projects on drug control in Cambodia and signed report of meeting in order to propose to attend the international conference on Fighting against drug offenses on sea which held in Japan on December 2009.

· Cambodia-Australia Cooperation

Secretary General of NACD signed MOU on Fighting against drug and developing cooperation with Australian Federal Police.

Beside, Australia agreed to train chemical expert that Cambodia can destroy chemical substances and dangerous drug by itself and capacity to exchange information in order to fighting transnational crime include drug crime and human trafficking...etc. And continued to provide financial and technical assistance for burning Safrol-Rich-Oils and chemical substances and drug that Cambodian Authorities suppressed and seizure after the case of KPT 2139.

· Cambodia-Russia Cooperation

Through the bilateral agreement on Fighting against the drug trafficking, psychological substances and illegal precursor substances, Russia will train the law enforcement officers in early of 2010 in Cambodia.

6-Budget

In 2009, in order to respond to budget, current expenses for fighting against the drug, NACD made careful consideration on budget expenses to ensure cost effective spending to achieve main goal and objectives.

IV-CONCLUSION

In the context of the World economic crisis, climate change, spread of HIV/AIDS and other infected diseases, drug criminals has shifted its way to destroy the world. For Cambodia, Drug Criminals continually remain to trafficking and distributing the drug. The main issues are the attempt of drug criminals to take Cambodia as illegal drug producing place.

Based on the 5 year National Plan on drug control (2005-2010) and recommendations made by Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun Sen, Prime Minister of Royal Government of Cambodia; NACD increased multilateral cooperation with relevant ministries, Municipal and Provincial drug control committees and authorities of communes and districts and cooperation with international organizations and developmental partners, promoting the education, dissemination on the impact and dangers of drug, aiming at the reduction of drug.

Responding to the attempt of drug criminals to Cambodia, we increased to cooperate with national and international law enforcement officers to take measure all attempt of big, medium and small production; suppress exploitation, distribution in the country and transition to the third countries and then drug elimination and sharing to care security and social order.

Facing the situation of people under drug influence, state and private educational and treatment centers

have been strengthened with capacity to allow each center to be able to treat, rehabilitate and integrate into communities pertaining to health care, improving the welfare of persons under the drug influence and supported by relatives of drug addicts and whole citizens.

Even though, key achievements were made by NACD,  yet lots remained to be done in order to effectively and successful implement the National Strategic Plan by 2010. 

V-THE MAIN OBJECTIVES FOR DRUG CONTROL IN 2010


Pursuant to the Second Stage of Rectangle Strategy  Plan of Royal Government, Fourth legislature of the National Assembly, especially the important recommendations and order of Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun  Sen, Prime Minister of Royal Government  and 5 years of National Plan on Drug Control the following actions will be carried out in the year 2010: 

1.Upholding the public awareness on drug danger, especially targeting those highest risk and vulnerable groups.

2. Promoting quality of law enforcement in order to destroy transnational organized crime of drug exploitation perpetrators, in cooperation with neighboring countries to eradicate new ways of drug perpetrators.

3.Taking necessary legal measures to fight against production, cultivation, extraction, exploitation, distribution and stock. 

4.Strengthening capacity, awareness, will, professional kindness and efficient responsibility of law enforcement institutions, in eliminating the negative actions. 

5.Studying the Declaring War win principle against drug offenses to limit the prior goal in operating around the 350 to 400 communes in 2010, especially cities, districts along the border.

6.Pushing for building model schools, community among the cities, districts, communes and model village along the border in order to prepare documents for disseminating, extending good points to have reformed objectives towards integration of challenging geography and reaching the achievement of whole eradication. 

7.Arranging for the establishment of National Drug Treatment and Rehabilitation Centers to implement and ensure functioning for treatment, rehabilitation and integration of the citizen who recovered from drug abuses into family and community in jointing to have health care, welfare, saving security and social order.

8.Cooperation with civil society, developing partners and charity people to mobilize and use resources and other assistance effectively towards strengthening of provisional centers for education, treatment, and rehabilitation in resolving issues related to drug addicts.

9.Pushing the basic good arrangement of provisional center for education, treatment and medical support for existing current state centers.

10.Strengthening cooperation between NACD and National Authority for Combating AIDS and international counterparts to resolve drug issues and HIV/AIDS.

11.Strengthening national, sub national, all relevant national authorities to extend possibility to implementing strategy effectively. The main ministries of National Authority should arrange to have its secretaries to be responsible in combating against drug. Strengthening secretariat of municipal and 
provincial drug control committees and extending mechanism for fulfilled the work to cities and districts. Establishing Consultative group at communes for advising and relating cooperation with state institutions, health centers, district hospital, Buddha churches, civil societies and generous persons in order to facilitate resolving the drug issues in rural community.

12.Carrying out the encouraged strategy to the achieving institutions and individuals in fighting against drug on meaning of 5 strategies relating the drug control.

13. Arranging for committees to add the result of implementation of national plan for 5 years on drug control and build the plan for 2011 to 2015 with joint consultation from all partners.

14.Cooperation with ministry of justice and relevant ministries to prepare a new draft law on drug control as instructed by Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun Sen, Prime Minister of Royal Government of Cambodia.
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
