TERMS OF REFERENCE IN DEVELOPING COMMON LEGISLATIVE INITIATIVES FOR HARMONIZATION OF LAWS

1. Establishment of specific Working Groups to look into developing common legislative initiatives of various related laws.

2. The AIPA Caucus will undertake measures to work closely, continuously and effectively within all AIPA member countries.
3. The AIPA Secretariat shall coordinate and identify issues and a common set of protocols applicable within AIPA member countries to address immediate problems with a view to facilitate regional cooperation in the area of legal harmonization and enforcement in the long run.

4. Strive to set up an effective mechanism to address harmonization of procedures, enforcement, training, and investigations.

5. Endeavour for an ASEAN-wide convention/treaty on repatriation/extradition.
6. Enhance public awareness on the dangers of these problems through facilitated accessing and disseminating of information to and from all parties involved.

7. Encourage AIPA Member Countries to concentrate on the practical aspects of enforcement and share best practices/success stories in effectively addressing these problems.

8. Strengthen regional capacity through coordinated efforts of ASEAN and AIPA forums by focusing on the ASEAN Mutual Legal Assistance framework which can serve as an effective tool in harmonizing laws.
9. Consider a broader approach in the gathering and presentation of evidence in court to expedite the repatriation and extradition process. 

10. Recommend that AIPA Caucus consult the ASEAN Secretariat on a regular basis including but not limited to senior law officials to obtain expert legal advice on harmonization of laws.
